MISSION: Laughlin AFB is home to the 47th Flying Training Wing and its 
mission of providing specialized undergraduate pilot training for the U.S. Air 
Force Active Duty, Reserve, Air National Guard, and international student 
pilots. 
 

EXPENDITURES: Laughlin AFB is the 
largest employer in Val Verde County with 
over 1,900 active duty military, 916 full-
time Department of Defense civilian 
employees, and 250 civilian employees. 
Laughlin AFB provides an economic boost 
to the local area that surpasses $230 
million annually. 
 

CONTRACTORS: Laughlin holds 16 defense contracts totaling $178.8 million. URS Federal Support 
Services Inc. and Reese Albert Inc. are two of the major defense contractors on the installation Other 
base contractors include Akima Facilities Management, LLC. for base operations, Ingenesis Inc., and 
Valerie Molina for personnel needs.
