The application establishes eligibility for the program and provides the approving authority information necessary to evaluate the project. 

Note:  The TMPC will assess a one time application fee of $500 payable at the time the application is received.  If the loan application is approved, the $500 application fee will be waived and a 1/10 percent administration fee will be charged based on the loan amount.  This fee will be payable at time of closing either from the proceeds of the loan funds or other external sources.
