Approval of Minutes from the October 30, 2008 Meeting  

Chair Silverman asked members to review Texas Health Workforce Planning Partnership 

Subcommittee meeting minutes from October 30, 2008. Dr. Ken Shine made a motion to pass the 

minutes. Dr. Maureen Milligan seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous 

voice vote.  

 

Partnership Member Reports  

Chair Silverman recognized Dr. Milligan to provide members with a brief update on federal 

health care reform. Dr. Milligan discussed reform proposals and how they might impact health 

care workforce demands.  
 

Briefing and Discussion on Nursing Faculty and Education Capacity Policy Report 

Chair Silverman recognized Mr. Gilman to brief the subcommittee on the Health Care Policy 

Council’s nursing faculty and education capacity proposal. The Council was interested in 

developing options for leveraging the state’s economic situation to recruit faculty from other 

states.  

 

Presentation on the Texas Team’s Work to Address Nursing Education Capacity  

Chair Silverman recognized Dr. Alexia Green to present information on the Texas Team’s work 

addressing nursing education capacity. Dr. Green discussed the Texas Team’s strategic plan and 

regional strategies.  

 

 



 

 

 

Presentation from the Texas Board of Nursing on Education Program Approval Process 

Chair Silverman recognized Katherine Thomas to present information from the Texas Board of 

Nursing on the education program approval process. Ms. Thomas discussed the process for 

nursing education program approval and highlighted major trends, including an increase in the 

number in new programs, an increase in competition for clinical space and faculty, and the 

emergence of fraudulent programs.  

 

Presentation from the Texas Center for Nursing Workforce Studies on Faculty 

Demographics and Salaries 

Chair Silverman recognized Dr. Aileen Kishi to present information from the Texas Center for 

Nursing Workforce Studies on faculty demographics and salaries. The data showed a significant 

gap between the salaries of nurses who work in clinical versus educational settings.  

 

Presentation from the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board on Faculty 

Recruitment Programs 

Chair Silverman recognized Jane Caldwell to present information from the Texas Higher 

Education Coordinating Board on faculty recruitment programs. Ms. Caldwell’s presentation 

focused on the state’s grant, scholarship, loan forgiveness, loan repayment, and exemption 

programs for nursing students.

Hospital Association on faculty and nursing education capacity. Ms. Sjoberg discussed the role 

Texas Hospitals have played in increasing nursing faculty capacity.
