How To Register for eGrants & log-in for the Texas Music Office Live Music Grant application

Step 1: Use the latest version of Internet Explorer to navigate to: https://cjdonline.governor.state.tx.us/. Then click on the “Register here!” link.
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Step 2: Complete all fields on the registration screen.  If you have a question about any of the fields, click on the blue question mark arrow (example:  [image: https://egrants.governor.state.tx.us/UserControl/Images/help_icon.gif] ) for additional information:
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3. After clicking the blue “Register for an eGrants Account” button at the bottom of the page, you should immediately receive an email containing your User Name and a Temporary Password:
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4. Return to the eGrants log-in page and enter your User Name and Temporary Password: 
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5. Proceed to pick a secret question and corresponding answer as an additional security measure (in case you forget your password in the future):
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6. After clicking Update Secret Question, the page will log you out. Return to the eGrants Home Page and log-in, still using your temporary password. After logging-in, you’ll be prompted to change your password (to something you can remember):
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7. After you click on the “Change Password” button, you’ll receive an email confirming that you’ve changed your password:
